Rules:

* This tournament is open to all USBC Youth Members in good standing. All bowlers must have
a current USBC card. Teams must check in as a team, be dress code compliant and show their
USBC cards. Check in starts at 8 a.m., practice at 8:45 and competition will begin at 9 a.m.

* The highest 2007- 2008 ending book average with at least 21 games will be used. If a bowler
has a certified Sport League average, rule 202 in the USBC Playing Rules Book must be observed
and it is the responsibility of the bowler to use the USBC Playing Rules book conversion chart to
adjust the average. If no book average is available, use current average of 21 games or more as of
Oct. 20, 2008. If no average is available, then girls will be assigned an average of 100 and boys
an average of 120.

* There will be an upper average cap of 170 for division A and 140 for division B for any
individual bowler in addition to the team average caps.

* Three games will be bowled on Saturday and three games on Sunday.

* Entering team average will determine the opening match line-up. All following matches will be
a position round determined by points won with total pins breaking the ties. In case of a tie at the
end of 6 games, there will be a 9" and 10" frame roll off to determine the winner. 1 point will be
awarded for an individual win, 3 points for a team win for a total of 7 points per game. In the
event of an uneven number of teams, the team bowling the BYE will use the scores of the team
immediately above them in the standings to determine wins/losses for only the team bowling the
BYE. The BYE team will NOT earn points.

* Team lineup changes must be made at time of check in prior to start of practice on Saturday.
The lineup must remain the same for the first three games. Teams may alter the lineup order on
Sunday, but must first alert the tournament director at Sunday’s check in.

* Dress code will be enforced — Slacks, skorts, dress shorts and collared shirts are required.
No jeans, T-shirts, tank tops, hats, mock collars or cargo shorts/pants.

* Tournament entry is $80 per team, which is $20 per person. Breakdown is $13.50 for lineage,
$1.00 for expenses, and $5.50 for trophies and scholarship.

* The SMART program will administer all scholarship money: Account 9009. All monies will be
returned 100 percent. Any remaining expense money will go to the scholarship funds. Award
ratio is 1: 5.
